AP explains SODC is keen to press forward with neighborhood plans. A new waste 		strategy has been devised by the council and can be found on the website. Refuse vehicles 	are slowly going to be replaced with electric vehicles. A motion was passed unanimously to 	support local pubs and other small businesses. Councillor Grant funding still available. 

2022/148	County Councilor’s Report
RB mentions OCC is running a future generations event for youngsters to talk about their 		thoughts on Oxfordshire and how it's run. They have until 14th Nov to take
part. They have also funded the Warborough phone box book exchange. Councillor Grant funding is still available.

2024/149	Representation from the Public for items not on the agenda (limited to 15 minutes)
Path Warden talked about the footpath at the top of quaker lane; figure from the contractor for improvements will be discussed with the parish council. Dead hedges in the village that are encroaching on the footpath and homeowners are reminded to maintain hedge. Baffle boards suggested in the greet hall to improve acoustics and reduce the echo.

A member of the public has asked the PC to maintain the area around the tennis courts. PC 	will get back in touch with TLGO to see if they can completely clear the area and re seed with 	grass so it can be maintained in the future.

Plough field planning appeal 
Members of the public are seeking extra funding from the Parish Council to pay for a short fall in funds should they not raise enough in all the fund-raising efforts currently in progress.
A particular cost will be for a flood expert witness. Quotes have already been asked for from 4 different flood expert witnesses. It is mentioned there is a risk and liability that these cases could perhaps overrun. 
Members of the public are saying all fundraising is on track. An innovative idea would be for funds from the village fete in 2025 to go back to the PC to recoup funds spent on the plough field appeal. 
Members of the public have asked the council to set money aside in the budget for future planning appeals. 
A member of the public from Court Drive area mentioned that a neighbor of theirs had to leave their home for 6 months due to raw sewage flooding their home when a parish became overrun with new houses. 
EK runs through the timetable with the members of the public. 
EK talks to the public where they are in terms of funding. 
There are more potential costs for people to bear in mind. Bluestone Planning, who oversee the 
neighborhood plan will be used as experts to check things such as rural character, visual impact. 
The councillors discuss the best way to help with funds and JB proposes to have a provisional budget for these 	    situations in the future.
JB proposes to spend the rest of the £5000 originally proposed by the PC. The councillors make a motion to amend the budget and increase the reserves. 
JB congratulates the local community on how much money they have raised so far, and the excellent 		    community spirit shown in the efforts to raise funds. 
JB proposes the council agrees to underwrite any potential liabilities for the expert witnesses proposed today. 
The PC will formally re budget to allocate the money from operational reserves. All in favour.
